How does Paul’s example show that praying for people to
believe in Jesus really matters? What do these verses say directly or indirectly about the importance of
thanksgiving in prayer? Lk 17;11-19; Eph 5:20; Php 4:6-7; Col 3:15-17

people and others to believe in Jesus. As you pray, have someone share an answered request under each
category to encourage one another.
