Getting Started: Why do we feel especially sad when someone with great promise squanders their gifts and abili-
ties? Can you think of an example?

Digging In: Read Joshua 11:22. What towns does Joshua mention? Read Judges 16:21-25; 1 Samuel 17:2-10; 1 
Samuel 4:17-24 and observe what difficulties Israel later faced in these towns. Who were the enemies of Israel in 
these places? (Note: The Anakim and Philistines were closely related, and it appears that some of the Philistines 
are descendants of the Anakim.)

Living It Out: How does James 1:13-15 describe unchecked temptation and sin in our lives? How have you seen 
lack of full obedience to God create problems later down the road in your life? Can you remember what you were 
thinking when you first sinned and disobeyed? What were you thinking in the process? When and how did you 
connect the sin with the consequences and problems? Is there any sin that you are not saying goodbye to? If so, 
are you willing to take time to read and pray through Psalm 51? What else will you do to help say goodbye to 
sin? How can you get others to help you? 
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
