Living It Out: Which of Abraham® goodbyes would have been most difficult for you? Tell about a goodbye
in your life that has been both risky and rewarding? How has a goodbye revealed how much you loved
something? What does it mean for you to love God more than anything else (home, family , work, comfort,
church, life, etc.)? Take time to let God know your desire to love Him above all else. Why is faith so
critical to saying goodbye? What good things do you think God desires for you? To what (a good thing, a
bad thing, a precious thing) is God calling you to say goodbye to?
