What kinds of 
things distract you when you are reading the Word? What can you do to actively listen? What does 1Cor 2:12-14 promise about 
our ability to hear from God? What does Jam 1:22-25 say about the importance of responding to the Truth? Make a list of five 
possible ways someone could “respond with their life” to the Word and to the Spirit? 
 

LIVING IT OUT: Do you have a plan to regularly meet with God through reading His Word? Why or why not? If not, what would 
convince you to do so? How much is time and energy a barrier to you meeting with God? How much time each week do you 
spend in recreation, sports, non-work-related time on the computer, or watching TV? Will you read the New Testament with us 
this year for the purpose of connecting with Jesus?
