Digging In: Read Gen 22:1-18 and Hebrews 11:8-10; 17-19. What does God command Abraham to do? How do 
you think Abraham felt when God first said this? What do you like about this story? What do you not like about this 
story? What is God emphasizing about Abraham’s relationship with Isaac in Gen 22:2? Knowing Abraham is old and 
he waited 25 years for God to give him Isaac, how would you expect Abraham to react to God’s command to say 
goodbye to Isaac by sacrificing him? What do you think Abraham did that night between verse 2 and 3? Why does 
God wait until the last moment before stopping Abraham? What does vv. 15-16 reveal about God’s purpose in this 
event? How does God respond to Abraham’s obedience in vv. 17-18? What other insight do the following verses give 
about the importance of obedience: Dt 10:12-14; Josh 1:8-9; 1 Sam 15:10ff; 2 Kgs 18:11-12; Ps 119:4,32; Jer 7:23; 
Lk 11:27-28; Jn 3:36; Jn 14:21; Rm 6:1,12-16; Php 2:12; 1 Jn 2:5-6? According to Hebrews 11:8-10,17-19, why did 
Abraham do what he did?
