GETTING STARTED: Make a list of at least 5 every day accomplishments/interactions/activities that give you a feeling of success? 
 

DIGGING IN: Read Exodus 33:12-21. What concerns does God bring to Moses? How does Moses’ requests to God strike you as bold? 
Why did Moses have to make these requests (Ex 32)? What success does God promise Moses in 33:1-3 in spite of Israel’s failures? 
Why is Moses willing to cancel everything and forego success if God’s presence doesn’t come with them (33:15-16)? Why do you  
think God agrees to Moses requests? Why do you think that in the midst of all this Moses says, “Show me your glory.” What insight 
do these verses give about God’s glory as the greatest light: Ex 24:16-17; 40:34-35; 2 Chr 7:1-3; Ps 36:9; 74:16; Is 60:19; Ac 22:11; 
Rev 21:23; 22:4-5? What insight do these verses give about God’s glory as the greatest goal Ps 106:7-8; Is 43:25; Jer 13:11; Hab 2:14; 
Ro 15:7; Eph 1:4-6; 2 Thes 1:9-10; 1 Pet 4:11; Rev 4:14?     
 

LIVING IT OUT: What important, urgent, good, or not so good things keep you from seeking the face of God? Where have you settled 
for success above living for and experiencing the glory of God? On a scale of 1-10 how would you describe your boldness in asking 
God for an awareness of His presence in your life? How will you seek the face of God this week? What will you cancel this week 
(eating a meal, watching a TV show, working out, visiting family or friends, a phone call ) to make time to seek God through worship, 
the Word, and prayer? Pray for the church that God will show us His glory.  
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
